RESOLUTION 2017-405-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING OFFICER DAVID LUCAS AS JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE CORRECTIONS OFFICER OF THE YEAR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
in his 28 years with the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, Officer David Lucas has amassed a record of stellar achievements and in 2017 has been named Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Corrections Officer of the Year; and

WHEREAS,
Officer David Lucas joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office as a Corrections Officer on June 7, 1989 and in the course of his Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office career he has been assigned to all three divisions of the Corrections Department: the Community Transition Center (formally known as Community Correction Division), Pre-Trial Detention Facility and the Montgomery Correctional Center where he is currently assigned to the Montgomery Correctional Center Security Unit as the Security Technology Officer; and

WHEREAS,
in August 2005, Officer Lucas joined the administrative staff at Montgomery Correctional Center and his main responsibilities included Inmate Mail Officer, Disciplinary Coordinator and Classification Officer; and
WHEREAS,
from December 2010 to the present, as the Montgomery Correctional Center Security Technology Officer, Officer Lucas has been responsible for key control and locksmithing for the entire facility, facility gate access and maintenance, liaison for the security camera system, training assigned corrections staff at Montgomery Correctional Center on the use of new technology, providing escort for all outside vendors throughout Montgomery Correctional Center for maintenance and upgrades as needed and a host of other responsibilities; and

WHEREAS, 
among Officer Lucas’ career awards are Corrections Officer of the Month for October 2007, April 2013, and April 2016; Certification of Recognition May 27, 2010, Arlington Optimist Respect for Law Award May 201l;  Arlington Optimist Respect for Law Award May 2012; and Certification of Commendation; and
WHEREAS,
Officer Lucas’ sergeant considers him as an outstanding officer, his “go to” officer and as a genuine asset to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, the Department of Corrections and the Montgomery Correctional Center, and as we celebrate Officer David Lucas’ 28th anniversary as a Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Correctional Officer, we do so in recognizing yet another outstanding achievement in an exemplary career noteworthy for its numerous, well-deserved honors; now therefore
