AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR ADDITIONAL SUMMER CAMP OPPORTUNITIES; APPROPRIATING A TOTAL OF $1,017,738 ($805,227 FROM GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICES DISTRICT FUND BALANCE, $152,511 OF RESIDUAL MATCHING DOLLARS FROM CLOSED OUT GRANTS WITHIN the JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION, AND $60,000 FROM JCC SAVINGS AND SALARIES AND BENEFITS (FOR 7 ADDITIONAL PROGRAMS)), TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR 2017 SUMMER CAMPS SO AS TO PROVIDE AN ADDITIONAL APPROXIMATE 1,700 NEEDY CHILDREN ACROSS THE CITY WITH FIVE/SIX WEEKS OF SUMMER CAMP; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION TO SEC. 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, DIRECT CONTRACT WITH LIVINGWAY KINGDOM K.A.R.E., AMERICA’S LITTLE LEADERS, EPHESUS JR. ACADEMY, WORD OF TRUTH, DIVINE MIRACLES INTERNATIONAL, EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE AND TRISTAN’S ACCELERATION ACADEMY; AUTHORIZING OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL TO PREPARE CONTRACTS FOR SERVICES; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (“JCC”); ALLOWING FOR RECAPTURE PURSUANT TO SECTION 106.106(I), Ordinance code, AT THE 2016/17 FISCAL YEAR END; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.  
Appropriation. For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation: Appropriating $957,738 ($805,227 from General Fund/General Services District Fund Balance and $152,511 of residual matching dollars from closed out JCC grants) to provide summer camp opportunities to approximately 1,700 additional needy children across the City at 24 additional sites. Also appropriates an additional $60,000 through JCC savings and salaries and benefits to fund an additional 7 programs.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to increase funding for 2017 summer camps as an expanded measure to keep children safe and off the streets during the summer months. The funding will provide an additional approximate 1,700 needy children across the City with five/six weeks of summer camp and bring total funding for summer camps from $2,640,540 to $3,598,278. 
The additional $60,000 in funding will be allocated as referenced in Exhibit 2 attached hereto.

Section 3.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, Direct contract.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of professional services of Livingway Kingdom K.A.R.E. ($20,000.00), America’s Little Leaders ($20,000.00), Ephesus Jr. Academy ($20,000.00), Word of Truth ($20,000.00), Divine Miracles International ($10,000.00), Edward Waters College ($20,000.00) and Tristan’s Acceleration Academy ($10,000.00), as more fully described in Exhibit 2. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.


Section 4. 
Authorizing Office of General Counsel to prepare contracts for services. The Office of General Counsel is hereby authorized to prepare contracts or contract amendments for the services as provided in Exhibit 2 attached hereto.
Section 5.

Oversight Department. The Jacksonville Children’s Commission (the “JCC”) shall oversee the Agreements for the summer camp programs.   

Section 6.

Recapture pursuant to Section 106.106(i), Ordinance Code. Ordinance Code §106.106(i) requires the recapture of any year-end reserves from General Fund supported operating sub-funds with the intent of increasing the Operating Reserve and thereafter the Emergency Reserve. The combined fund balances for JCC and the Jax Journey in a minimum amount of $805,227 shall be recaptured by the General Fund/General Service District at fiscal year-end.

Section 7.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that public schools concluded for the year June 2, and the summer camp arrangements on the part of the providers and the parents are underway.


Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
