AN ORDINANCE DECLARING A PORTION OF R.E. #158247-0300 OFF OLD ST. AUGUSTINE ROAD IN THE VICINITY OF JULINGTON CREEK AND KNOTAH ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6 (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”) TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING CONVEYANCE OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL TO JEA FOR THE APPRAISED VALUE OF $27,000.00 PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.422 (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.
The City hereby declares a portion of R.E. #158247-0300 off Old St. Augustine Road in the vicinity of Julington Creek and Knotah Road in Council District 6, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City. The Subject Parcel is 150’ x 150’, has an appraised value of $27,000.00, and is needed by JEA for the construction of a sewer booster station. The Real Estate Division has conducted an investigation of need as required by Section 122.422, Ordinance Code. As a result of said investigation, the Real Estate Division has determined that no need exists for the Subject Parcel either for the City or any independent agency. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102(g)(1) (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 2.

Sale of surplus property to JEA at appraised value pursuant to Section 122.422, Ordinance Code, authorized.
  The Subject Parcel shall be conveyed to JEA at its appraised value of $27,000.00 pursuant to the provisions of Section 122.422 (Sale of property through Real Estate Division; investigation of need; Council action), Part 4 (Real Property), Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code. No further action by City Council is necessary. Proceeds from the disposition of the parcel will be deposited pursuant to Section 122.429, Ordinance Code, for the purpose of maintaining or acquiring land for recreational, park, and conservation uses (Index Code PRPL324ADAM, Sub-Object 36403, Project PR0268, Detail 01).
