ORDINANCE 2017-426-E
AN ORDINANCE appropriating $1,467,289 from Collective Bargaining Contingency within the General Fund/ General Services District to provide funding for a six month OPIOID EPIDEMIC pilot program with River region human Services, INC., Gateway Community Services, UF Health, and a Designated Emergency Department; pROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018; providing for APPROVAL of the scope of services for the pilot program; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER AGREEMENTS AND OTHER DOCUMENTS TO IMPLEMENT the opioid epidemic pilot program, subject to the review and approval of the general counsel, or his or her designee, and the City’s risk management division; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT OF THE agreementS BY THE Jacksonville fire and rescue department AND PROVIDING FOR REVIEW AND DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDING FOR PILOT PROGRAM TO BE OVERSEEN AND MANAGED BY THE CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, FOR DIRECT CONTRACT FOR program services and management services WITH river region human Services, Inc., Gateway Community Services, and UF Health; Providing for Compliance with Procurement Code for selection of Designated Emergency Department; REQUESTING one cycle EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – Appropriating $1,467,289 from Collective Bargaining Contingency within the General Fund/ General Services District to provide funding for a six month pilot program with River Region Human Services, Inc., Gateway Community Services, UF Health, and a Designated Emergency Department to fight the growing opioid epidemic within Duval County.

Section 2.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated in this Ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2017-2018.


Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a six month opioid epidemic pilot program within Duval County to provide specialized services by River Region Human Services, Inc., Gateway Community Services, UF Health, and a Designated Emergency Department, aimed to reduce addiction and dependence on opioid drugs through targeted treatment programs more fully described in the Scope of Services attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Scope, June 20, 2017 – PHS”.

Section 4. 
Scope of Services Approved. The scope of work for the six month opioid epidemic pilot program to provide specialized services by healthcare providers aimed to reduce addiction and dependence on opioid drugs through targeted treatment programs more fully described in the Scope of Services, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Scope, June 20, 2017 – PHS”, is hereby approved.


Section 5. 
Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute Agreements and all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in accordance with the Scope of Services as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Scope, June 20, 2017 – PHS” attached hereto, subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his or her designee, and the City’s Risk Management Division.

Section 6.

Oversight Department. The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the administration of the Agreements described herein. Review and distribution of funding for the pilot program costs and expenses shall be overseen and managed by the Chief Financial Officer of the City of Jacksonville.

Section 7.

Invoking the exception in Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure both the program services and the management services of River Region Human Services, Inc., Gateway Community Services, and UF Health; Providing for Compliance with Procurement Code for selection of Designated Emergency Department for a pilot program, which will involve targeted treatment programs for individuals identified to participate in the pilot program. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 8. 
Compliance with Procurement Code for selection of Designated Emergency Department. The City shall select the Designated Emergency Department identified in Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Scope, June 20, 2017 – PHS” pursuant to an exception found in Section 126.107, Ordinance Code, or as otherwise consistent with Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code.

Section 9.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One Cycle Emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that local statistics show that rescue crews in Jacksonville currently respond to opioid overdoes every two hours on average and the deadly spread of addiction to opioid drugs among Jacksonville residents requires a targeted treatment program to counteract the epidemic. 
Section 10.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
