ORDINANCE 2017-432
AN ORDINANCE regarding NUISANCE CONDITIONS CREATED BY ILLEGAL MOBILE HOME AND MUDULAR STRUCTURES ON PRIVATE PROPERTIES; AMENDING Part 2 (IMPROVED OR UNIMPROVED LOTS AND EXTERIOR CONDITIONS OF RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES), Chapter 518 (PROPERTY SAFETY AND MAINTENANCE CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO DESIGNATE ILLEGALLY PLACED OR EXISTING MOBILE HOMES AND MODULAR BUILDINGS ON PRIVATE PROPERTIES AS PUBLIC NUISANCES AND AUTHORIZING THEIR ABATEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Amending Chapter 518 (Property safety and maintenance code), Part 2 (Improved or unimproved lots and exterior conditions of residential and commercial properties), Ordinance Code. Part 2 (Improved or unimproved lots and exterior conditions of residential and commercial properties), Chapter 518 (Property safety and maintenance code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 518. Property safety and maintenance code.

Part 2. Improved or unimproved lots and exterior conditions of residential and commercial properties.

Sec. 518.202. Conditions prohibited and declared public nuisances; penalty. 


The following described conditions occurring or being upon any lot, tract or parcel of land, or contiguous swales, improved or unimproved, within 100 feet of any improved property on which there exists a building, structure or other premises occupied by people within the city, or on any lot or parcel of land irrespective of its distance from any structure when the Chief determines on a case by case basis, to the extent and in the manner that the lot, tract or parcel of land is or may reasonably become infested or inhabited by rodents, vermin or animals, or may furnish a breeding place for mosquitoes, or threatens or endangers the public health, safety or welfare, or may reasonably cause disease, are each hereby prohibited and declared to be a public nuisance:

Any mobile home or modular building that has been placed on private property without or in violation of a permit for installation from the Building Department or which has not been or is not properly connected to water, sewer or electric utility service.  Utility service for sewer may be through a licensed or permitted septic system, if such sewer service is allowed for that property.  

Sec. 518.203. Junk and abandoned vehicle parking or storage and nuisance mobile homes and modular buildings prohibited. 


No person in charge or control of any property within the city whether as owner, tenant, occupant, lessee or otherwise, shall allow any junk or abandoned vehicle or nuisance mobile home or modular building to remain on any private or public property within the city longer than 15 days; and no person shall leave any such vehicle or structure on any property within the city for a longer time than 15 days; except that this article shall not apply to a vehicle on the premises of a business enterprise licensed and operated in a lawful place and manner, to repair vehicles with current license or those places where active restoration is taking place and both activities are taking place within a closed building.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
