BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approving and authorizing execution of Air Rights Easement Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Air Rights Easement Agreement between the City and HP-BDG 200 Riverside, LLC, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Agreement”), granting to HP-BDG 200 Riverside, LLC an easement for the authorization of balconies protruding slightly into City-owned right-of-way in connection with the 200 Riverside Redevelopment Agreement in Brooklyn.
Section 2.

Purpose.

The purpose of the Agreement is to allow for balcony encroachments within the airspace of Magnolia Street, Jackson Street, and Riverside Avenue.
Section 3. 
Oversight.

The Planning and Development Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the lender cannot complete underwriting until the easement is complete.
Section 5.
     Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
