WHEREAS, Michael Bernard Johnson, a native of Miami, graduated from Bethune-Cookman College (now University) with a bachelor’s degree in criminal science and began his law enforcement career in Jacksonville as a parole officer; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Johnson joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office in 1996 as a patrol officer and worked in Zones 3 and 5, and later as a school resource officer over a career that spanned 20 years in the JSO uniform; and

WHEREAS, Officer Johnson was known to his colleagues as a brother and friend, always looking at the bright side of life and seeking to be an instrument of peace; and


WHEREAS, Officer Johnson was a loving son and father of two daughters and two sons who mourn his recent untimely passing, as do all his friends and colleagues at the Sheriff’s Office and throughout the City of Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
