A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING SALEM A. SALEM ON HIS LONG CAREER OF PUBLIC SERVICE IN NORTHEAST FLORIDA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Salem A. Salem was born in Ramallah, Palestine in 1933, moved to Jacksonville in 1948, graduated from Robert E. Lee High School, served in the United States Army in the Korean War, and subsequently earned his bachelor’s degree in civil engineering from the University of Florida in 1958; and


WHEREAS, following graduation, Mr. Salem began working for the Florida Department of Transportation, first as an Engineer Intern, then as a Professional Engineer I and III, finally as District Director of Planning and Programming for FDOT’s Northeast Florida District, in which role he was responsible for FDOT’s operational planning and budgeting for 18 counties; and


WHEREAS, after nearly 30 years with the FDOT, in September 1987 Mr. Salem was appointed as the City of Jacksonville’s Director of Public Works by Mayor Tommy Hazouri, responsible for 5 operational divisions (Building and Zoning Inspection, Traffic Engineering, Streets and Highways, Real Estate and Engineering), nearly 700 employees, and combined operating and capital budgets totaling more than $70 million dollars that provided for the City’s fundamental infrastructure and transportation needs and development services needs; and

WHEREAS, at the conclusion of his City tenure, Salem A. Salem became a consultant in the private sector working primarily in the area of public awareness and public relations on large-scale public works projects, including the central business district downtown street improvement project and the Skyway expansion project; and

WHEREAS, throughout his decades of service in the public and private sectors, Salem A. Salem has built a reputation for openness, honesty and public service, shepherding large, expensive projects to timely completion in the public’s best interests; now therefore
