RESOLUTION 2017-458-A
A RESOLUTION CONGRATULATING JONES COLLEGE ON 99 YEARS OF OUTSTANDING EDUCATIONAL SERVICE TO THE JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the institution now known as Jones College was founded in 1918 by Annie Harper Jones as “Mrs. Jones School” on Jacksonville’s Southbank offering specialized business training; and


WHEREAS, in 1940 the school was sold to Mrs. Jones’ son Jack Jones, a state charter was issued to the school as a non-profit degree-granting institution in 1947, the school was accredited as a junior college of business in 1960, and Jones College established a division in Orlando in 1953 and in Miami in 1962; and


WHEREAS, Jones College was perhaps best known in the community at large for its very popular “beautiful music” radio stations, broadcasting as WKTZ-FM and WJAX-AM ;

WHEREAS, the college expanded its locations and offerings throughout the 1960s and 1970s with additional campuses in Jacksonville on Roosevelt Boulevard and Dunn Avenue and specialized schools under the Jones College umbrella in Tampa, St. Petersburg, Ft. Lauderdale, Atlanta, Memphis and Charlotte; and

WHEREAS, over its 99 years of operation, Jones College educated tens of thousands of students in the fields of business administration, computer information systems, legal assistant and medical assistant training, broadcasting, and elementary education, opening the door to fulfilling careers for those students and financial stability for their families; and

WHEREAS, the college has recently announced its closure due to accreditation difficulties after nearly 100 years of service to the community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby congratulates Jones College on 99 years of outstanding educational service to the Jacksonville community and recognizes its innumerable contributions to the growth and development of the Northeast Florida area in its century of service.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
