AN ORDINANCE REGARDING A CONTINUATION GRANT; Approving the Appropriation of $6,000,000 from the DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES ryan white HIV/AIDS GRANT FUNDS, WITH NO MATCHING FUNDS FROM THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE REQUIRED, TO PROVIDE HIV-RELATED HEALTH AND SUPPORT SERVICES TO PERSONS LIVING WITH HIV AND RESIDING IN THE JACKSONVILLE TRANSITIONAL GRANT AREA (TGA) SUCH FUNDS TO BE EXPENDED DURING A GRANT YEAR THAT BEGINS MARCH 1, 2018, AND ENDS FEBRUARY 28, 2019; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FISCAL YEAR 2018-2019; PROVIDING for approval of multi-year recurring grant and FOR Authority to receive additional 15 percent grant funds; providing for an amendment to schedule b1a of budget ordinance 2017-504 to REAUTHORIZe 4 FTE’s and 832 pt hours; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF Parks, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation Authorized.  For the grant year beginning March 1, 2018, and ending February 28, 2019, and for the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby authorized the appropriation of the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b) upon the receipt of the federal funds from the Federal Government with grant award letters through the Mayor’s Budget Review Committee:

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – The funding above is from a continuation grant from the Department of Health and Human Services Ryan White HIV/AIDS Grant Funds, with no matching funds from the City required. The funds shall be appropriated through the Mayor’s Budget Review Committee upon receipt of the award letter.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to the City of Jacksonville fiscal year 2018-2019.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide HIV-related health and support services to persons living with HIV and residing in the Jacksonville Transitional Grant Area (TGA). The funds shall be appropriated through the Mayor’s Budget Review Committee upon receipt of the award letter. 
Section 4. 
Approving multi-year recurring grant and authority to receive additional 15% grant funds. The Ryan White Grant attached hereto as Exhibit 1, requires no City match. This Grant represents continuing multi-year awards or recurring grants which the City applies for annually and for which the City anticipates securing. The Council hereby approves the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Grant attached hereto, and approves the appropriation and authorizes an increase in the employee cap during the duration of the grant as applicable upon receiving the grant award contract and subsequent MBRC approval of the Budget Revision form for this grant. The Mayor and Corporate Secretary are authorized to execute the necessary agreements. Additional fifteen percent (15%) appropriation. There is also appropriated from and to such accounts, for the purposes stated herein, an additional fifteen percent (15%) of the grant funds, to the extent the same becomes available during the term of the grant, and during any permissible extension of the grant term.  The Director of Finance and Administration is authorized to make such necessary accounting adjustments, without further Council action, to reflect actual grant revenues received. 


Section 5. 
Reauthorization of positions and part time hours. The Ryan White Grant authorizes 4FTE’s and 832 part time hours. These positions and hours are approved on Schedule B1a attached to the annual budget Ordinance 2017-504.  Schedule B1a shall be amended to reflect the addition of 4FTE’s and 832 part time hours as more accurately described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto. 


Section 6.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.


Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
