An ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF PROCUREMENT TO DONATE ASSET #114158, AN INDUSTRIAL TRUCK SCALE, TO SPHINX MANAGEMENT, INC.; WAIVING SECTION 122.816 (DONATION, DESTRUCTION OR ABANDONMENT OF VALUELESS TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY), PART 8 (TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW THE CHIEF OF PROCUREMENT TO DONATE ASSET #114158 DIRECTLY TO SPHINX MANAGEMENT, INC. WITHOUT FOLLOWING THE AWARD PROCESS PRESCRIBED THEREIN; Providing for authorization of execution of documents and retroactive applicability; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Authorizing donation of valueless tangible personal property.
The Chief of Procurement is hereby authorized to donate Asset #114158, an industrial truck scale, to Sphinx Management, Inc. The asset, currently located on property belonging to Sphinx Management, Inc. at 11651 Davis Creek Road East, has a net book value of $0.00, with an original cost of $37,024. The asset was acquired on July 13, 1987. The cost of removing the asset exceeds it value. A copy of the entry for Asset #114158 is attached here to as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. The donation authorized by this ordinance shall be noted in the property records maintained by the Accounting Division. 

Section 2. 
Authorization for execution and retroactive applicability. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute any transfer documents and releases and/or waivers as required by Risk Management, which shall be retroactive to the date Sphinx took possession of the scale.
Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.816, Ordinance Code, authorized. Section 122.816 (Donation, destruction or abandonment of valueless tangible personal property), Part 8 (Tangible Personal Property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to allow the Chief of Procurement to donate Asset #114158 directly to Sphinx Management, Inc. without following the award process prescribed therein since the asset is located on the property of Sphinx Management, Inc. and the cost of removal exceeds the asset’s value.
Section 4.  
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
