AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE SETTLEMENT OF CLAIMS IN TRIAL PROCEEDINGS ARISING FROM 695 INVESTMENT GROUP, LLC V. CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FL, CASE NO. 3:16-CV-1221-J-32JRK, UNITED STATES DISTRICT COURT FOR THE MIDDLE DISTRICT OF FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, 695 Investment Group, LLC (“695”) filed suit against the City concerning the City’s revocation of 695’s permit previously issued for the subject building/structure located at 5133 Soutel Drive, Jacksonville, FL 32208 (the “Litigation”); and
WHEREAS, the Parties met, negotiated and agreed to resolve this matter rather than to litigate the matter due to the uncertainties associated with federal court litigation and the potential ramifications of an adverse ruling; and 
WHEREAS, as a result of these negotiations, the Parties reached an agreement in principle to resolve the contested issues that are the subject of this litigation in the form and pursuant to the terms of that certain “Comprehensive Settlement Agreement,” attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, subject to and dependent upon the passage of City Council legislation adopting the Comprehensive Settlement Agreement, would render additional Court proceedings unnecessary and avoid compounding costs and burden otherwise incurred by the Parties; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Ratification and Approval of Comprehensive Settlement Agreement; Authorization to Implement. There is hereby ratified and approved and the Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to implement, for and on behalf of the City, the terms and conditions of the Comprehensive Settlement Agreement in the form hereto attached as Exhibit 1, between the Parties, and to take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action as is necessary to effectuate the purpose of this Ordinance.


Section 2. 
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
