AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A 15 FOOT PORTION OF AN EASEMENT FOR DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES LYING WITHIN LOT 66, BLOCK 2, GOLDEN POND, ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 59, PAGE 35, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, DATED SEPTEMBER 12, 2005, AND LOCATED AT 9102 JENNIFER BOULEVARD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12, AT THE REQUEST OF THE PROPERTY OWNER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A 15 foot portion of an easement for drainage and utilities lying within Lot 66, Block 2, Golden Pond, established in Plat Book 59, Page 35, of the Public Records of Duval County, dated September 12, 2005, and located at 9102 Jennifer Boulevard, in Council District 12, descriptions of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of the property owner (the “Applicant”). The remaining easement contains a six inch pipe for the discharge of overflow of the platted drainage pond into Exline Road. No other utilities are located in the easement.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure is requested to allow Applicant to construct a pool. Applicant has paid a $1,066.00 closure application processing fee. There were no objections from the City and utility agencies to the abandonment of the northerly 15 feet by 50 feet of the easement.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
