Bill Summary: This resolution approves the Regional Multi-Modal Transportation Plan as prepared by the Northeast Florida Regional Transportation Commission. 
Background Information: The benefits of a robust regionally connected transit system include a decrease in traffic congestion allowing for better safety outcomes and the more efficient flow of commerce, an increase in the quality of life and experience for citizens and visitors, and an increase in economic competitiveness by making the region attractive to the transportation needs of the workforce of today and the future.
The Regional Transit Coordinating Committee (RTC), within the Northeast Florida Regional Transportation Commission, approved a draft Regional Multi-Modal Transportation Plan in September 2016, and then conducted public hearings and amended the Plan to incorporate the public comments and observations from commission members. The final Plan, which places great emphasis on the coordination of regional transit services, was formally adopted at the April 12, 2017 RTC meeting.
