ORDINANCE 2017-552
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE director of the neighborhoods department TO EXECUTE, A SECOND AMENDMENT TO LAND DONATION AGREEMENT, APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-652-e WITH KAIROS SIP CONSTRUCTION, INC.; WAIVING SECTION 122.464(E)(V) PERTAINING TO THE COMMENCEMENT DATE; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City pursuant to a Land Donation Agreement approved by Ordinance 2016-652-E (the “Agreement”), conveyed three (3) properties (collectively, the “Property”) to Kairos SIP Construction, Inc. (“Kairos”);

WHEREAS, Kairos is required under the Agreement to construct at its sole expense three (3) affordable single-family housing units on the Property in accordance with Section 122.464(e), Ordinance Code (the “Project”); and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to the Agreement and Section 122.464(e), Ordinance Code, Kairos was required to commence construction within ninety days of the Effective Date of the Agreement; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement was amended by that First Amendment to the Land Donation Agreement dated April 3, 2017, which extended the Commence Date to 270 days from the Effective Date of the Agreement (the “First Amendment”); and 

WHEREAS, Kairos has been unable to meet the timeframe under the First Amendment due to unexpected, additional time required to obtain financing, and Kairos anticipates that it will be able to obtain financing by the beginning of the fourth quarter of 2017; and 
WHEREAS, because Kairos must obtain financing before construction of the Project can be commenced; and, the time in which the First Amendment calls for commencement of construction has expired, the City and Kairos will need to ratify and amend the Agreement for a second time to provide for an extension of time in which to begin construction which will be twenty-four months from the Effective Date of the Agreement; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Recitals.  The Recitals above are true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 2.

Approval and Authorization to execute a Second Amendment to the Donation Agreement.  There is hereby approved, and the Director of the Neighborhoods Department is hereby authorized to execute, that certain Second Amendment to Land Donation Agreement with Kairos SIP Construction Inc., in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  

Section 3.

Waiver of Requirements of Section 122.464(e)(v).  Chapter 122, Part 4, Subpart F (Donation and Sale of Real Property for Affordable Housing Purposes).  Section 122.464(e)(v), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, which establishes the required terms for all donation agreements, is hereby waived to allow for Kairos to commence construction more than six months from the date of donation. The waiver is needed because the Commencement Date, as modified in the First Amendment to the Agreement, passed prior to Kairos having secured the financing necessary to begin construction on the Project.

Section 4.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the timeframes stated in the donation agreement for construction and completion of the project cannot be met because the financing has not been secured; Kairos anticipates that financing will be secured by the beginning of the fourth quarter 2017, but as a result, the timeframes for commencement of construction of the Project need to be extended from 270 days to twenty-four months from the Effective Date of the Agreement. 

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
