AN ORDINANCE DENYING SIGN WAIVER APPLICATION SW-17-08 for A sign LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14 AT 7315 argyle forest boulevard between rampart road and brooks drive (R.E. NO. 016488-0100) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY racetrac petroleum, inc., requesting TO increase the maximum size of one canopy sign from 16 square feet to 20 square feet IN ZONING DISTRICT planned unit development (pud), AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE WAIVER granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, an application for a waiver of requirements for signs, on file with the City Council Legislative Services Division, was filed by RaceTrac Petroleum, Inc., the owner of property located in Council District 14 at 7315 Argyle Forest Boulevard between Rampart Road and Brooks Drive (R. E. No. 016488-0100) (“Subject Property”), requesting to increase the maximum size of one canopy sign from 16 square feet to 20 square feet in Zoning District Planned Unit Development (PUD); and 


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and all the attachments thereto and has rendered an advisory recommendation ("Staff Report") to deny the application; and 


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice held a public hearing and having duly considered both the testimonial and documentary evidence presented at the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; 
WHEREAS, taking into consideration the above recommendations and all other evidence entered into the record and testimony taken at the public hearings, the Council has considered the criteria for sign waivers pursuant to Sec. 656.133(c), Ordinance Code and finds that the request is not in harmony with the spirit and intent of the Zoning Code and should not be approved; now therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

The Council has considered the sign waiver criteria pursuant to Sec. 656.133(c), Ordinance Code, the recommendation of the Land Use and Zoning Committee, and has reviewed the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department concerning recommending denial of the zoning waiver SW-17-08 and finds that the waiver is not in harmony with the spirit and intent of the Zoning Code, considering the criteria found in Section 656.133, Ordinance Code. 

Section 2.

Owner, Property and Sign Description.  The Subject Property is owned by RaceTrac Petroleum, Inc. and is legally described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, dated January 12, 2017.  The agent is Brian Thornton, RaceTrac Petroleum, Inc., 3225 Cumberland Boulevard, Suite 100, Atlanta, GA 30339; (770) 431-7600. A graphic depiction of the sign(s) is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. The location of the sign is depicted in the site plan attached hereto as Exhibit 3, dated January 20, 2016.
