Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above comprises current revenue funds within the Victim Assistance Services Trust Fund, Section 111.225, Ordinance Code.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to use revenue funds within the Victim Assistance Services Trust Fund to provide immediate financial assistance to crime victims to relieve their hardships and to stabilize their situations. Violent crime victims are provided financial assistance for rent, utilities, and food when prevented from working because of acts of violence against them. Additionally, financial assistance for medication can be provided to those requiring it as a result of injuries.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
