AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING $173,513.00 FROM THE FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE - GOV’T PROJECT TO THE MONTGOMERY CORRECTIONAL FACILITY – GENERATOR REPLACEMENT PROJECT TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PURCHASE AND INSTALLATION OF A REPLACEMENT GENERATOR AT THE MONTGOMERY CORRECTIONAL FACILITY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-127; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO DECREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE - GOV’T” AND INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “MONTGOMERY CORRECTIONAL FACILITY – GENERATOR REPLACEMENT”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a transfer of funds from the Facilities Capital Maintenance - Gov’t Project to the Montgomery Correctional Facility – Generator Replacement Project (the “ Generator Replacement Project”). This is a reappropriation of existing authorized debt proceeds. The transfer will not cause the City to incur any additional debt. Once the Generator Replacement Project is completed, any unspent funds from this reappropriation shall revert to the projects listed in the reversion of funds section. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the purchase and installation of a replacement generator at the Montgomery Correctional Facility (the “Facility”). The 26 year old generator, which backs up electric service at the Facility, has failed inspection and is no longer serviceable. The generator serviced the water plant, two sewer pumps in the lift station, all lights and electricity, and the air handler in the C wing. Without the generator, in the event of a power failure there will be no water or wastewater at the Facility and JSO will have to relocate all inmates.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to decrease funding for the project entitled “Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t” and increase funding for the project entitled “Montgomery Correctional Facility – Generator Replacement.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in completing the needed replacement and could cause a costly and logistically challenging inmate relocation in the event of a loss of power for an extended period of time. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
