AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $571,858.86 FROM RESIDUAL MATCHING DOLLARS FROM CLOSED OUT GRANTS TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017 AFTERSCHOOL PROGRAMS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-135; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018; SUBSTITUTING NEW SCHEDULES A-2 AND M TO ORDINANCE 2016-504-E; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION TO SEC. 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW DIRECT CONTRACTS WITH BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, COMMUNITIES IN SCHOOLS OF JACKSONVILLE, INC., AND WAYMAN COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (THE “AGENCIES”) TO PROVIDE SERVICES AT EIGHT ADDITIONAL SITES AND EXPAND SERVICES AT ONE CURRENT SITE TO SERVE AN ADDITONAL 740 YOUTH; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, THE CORPORATION SECRETARY, AND THE CEO OF THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (“JCC”) TO EXECUTE CONTRACTS FOR AFTERSCHOOL PROGRAMS BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE AGENCIES; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE JCC; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.  
Appropriation. For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation: The funds above comprise returned grant match funds from the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (JCC) Grant subfund (SF 192). The funds were identified from funds transferred into subfund 191 from excess City matching funds on closed grants.
Section 2. 
Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2017-2018.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to increase funding for fiscal year 2016-2017 in order to provide or expand afterschool programs at the sites and through the agencies listed in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. The transfer of $571,858.86 in JCC funds and the amendment to Schedule A-2, which provides $499,141.14 from unspent afterschool, summer camp, and 21st Century Community Learning Center matching dollars in fiscal year 2017, will make available an additional $1,071,000.00 for afterschool programs for the 2017-2018 school year for 740 youth.
Section 4.

Substitution of Schedules.
  A revised Schedule A-2, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference, is substituted for the original Schedule A-2 attached to Ordinance 2016-504-E. A revised Schedule M, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference, is substituted for the original Schedule M attached to Ordinance 2016-504-E.

Section 5.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, Direct contract.  The City is hereby authorized to procure afterschool services from Boys and Girls Club of Northeast Florida, Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc., and Wayman Community Development Corporation (the “Agencies”) for the sites listed in Exhibit 2. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 6. 
Approval and authorization to execute. The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary, and the CEO of the Jacksonville Children’s Commission are hereby authorized to execute contracts for afterschool programs at the sites designated in Exhibit 2 between the City and the Agencies. The contracts authorized under this section shall be subject to the terms and conditions set forth in RFP ESC-0465-17.
Section 7.

Oversight Department. The Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall oversee the projects described herein.   

Section 8.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that afterschool programs are scheduled to begin as early as August 14, 2017, and the funds need to be provided in order for the programs to start on time.

Section 9.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
