ORDINANCE 2017-570
An ordinance appropriating $640,872.37 FROM THE FEDERAL FORFEITURES TRUST FUND (SUBFUND 64E) ($544,273.18 FROM AVAILABLE REVENUE AND $96,599.19 FROM DEAPPROPRIATING RESIDUAL BALANCES IN VARIOUS EXPENDITURE SUBOBJECTS) TO ESTABLISH THE FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018 OPERATING BUDGET FOR THE FEDERAL FORFEITURES TRUST FUND, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-005; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “TACTICAL RESEARCH & DEVELOPMENT FACILITY”; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation


The funding above is from the Federal Forfeitures Trust Fund ($544,273.18 from available revenue and $96,599.19 from deappropriating residual balances in various expenditure subobjects (cleanup)), and includes an interfund transfer of $460,000.00 to the Authorized Capital Projects subfund. Fiscal year 2017-2018 operating funding will be added to Other Operating Supplies, Computer Equipment, and Specialized Equipment.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to establish the fiscal year 2017-2018 operating budget for the Federal Forfeitures Trust Fund. 
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Tactical Research & Development Facility.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will delay and negatively impact the readiness of the SWAT Team’s proficiency and capability in addressing any close quarter engagement with terrorists or any other violent suspects that would pose a danger to the community. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
