Explanation of Appropriation


The funding above is from the Special Law Enforcement Trust Fund which will establish the FY 17-18 budget and transfer $12,500 to the Police Explorers Trust Fund.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purposes of the appropriation in Section 1 are to: 1) establish the fiscal year 2017-2018 budget for the Special Law Enforcement Trust Fund (subfund 64A), pursuant to Section 111.310, Ordinance Code, for Clothing, Uniforms & Safety Equipment, Computer Equipment, and Specialized Equipment; and, 2) transfer $12,500.00 to the Police Explorer Trust Fund (subfund 64C), a self-appropriating trust, pursuant to Section 111.340, Ordinance Code, in order to fund the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Police Explorer Post.
