ORDINANCE 2017-574-E
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A 2.5 FOOT PORTION OF AN EASEMENT FOR DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES LYING WITHIN LOT 24, BLOCK 2, PICKWICK PARK – UNIT THREE, PLAT BOOK 35, PAGE 91 OF THE DUVAL COUNTY PUBLIC RECORDS DATED APRIL 20, 1977 (R.E.# 148924-0288), AND LOCATED AT 3435 CHRYSLER DRIVE, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6, AT THE REQUEST OF THE PROPERTY OWNERS, PAMELA MCGUFFEY AND PEGGY MIHALY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A 2.5 foot portion of an Easement for Drainage and Utilities lying within Lot 24, Block 2, Pickwick Park – Unit Three, Plat Book 35, page 91 of the Duval County Public Records dated April 20, 1977 (R.E.# 148924-0288), and located at 3435 Chrysler Drive, in Council District 6, descriptions of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed at the request of the property owners, Pamela McGuffey and Peggy Mihaly (the “Applicants”).

Section 2.

Purpose.
The residential structure encroaches into the easement by two feet on the southwesterly side of the easement. The purpose of the closure and abandonment is to clear the title to allow for sale of the property. The Applicants have paid the $516.00 application fee. The easement contains drainage infrastructure but no other utilities. The easement is 20 feet wide, 10 feet on each adjacent property; the abandoned area is 2.5 feet by 100 feet. There were no objections from City and utility agencies to the closure and abandonment of the southwesterly 2.5 feet by 100 feet of the easement. The owners will grant the City a “Hold Harmless Covenant” to indemnify the City against any damage, injury or death resulting from any work done in the easement. The covenant will run with the land. A copy of the Hold Harmless Covenant between the City and the Applicants is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
