A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL OF A FINAL DECISION OF THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION DENYING THE APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS (COA-17-467) AS REQUESTED BY JEFF THOMPSON, AS AGENT FOR WILLIAM JOHNSON, THE PROPERTY OWNER, TO APPROVE WHOLESALE WINDOW REPLACEMENT WITH VINYL PRODUCT FOR THE PROPERTY LOCATED AT 1942 NORTH PEARL STREET IN THE SPRINGFIELD HISTORIC DISTRICT (R.E. NO. 072065-0000) (COUNCIL DISTRICT 7), PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 307 (HISTORIC PRESERVATION AND PROTECTION), PART 2 (APPELLATE PROCEDURE) ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on May 3, 2017, William Johnson, the owner of the property located at 1942 Pearl Street, R.E. No. 072065-0000 (“Subject Property”), which is located in Council District 7, submitted an Application for a Certificate of Appropriateness (COA-17-467) for approval of wholesale window replacement with vinyl product without receiving a Certificate of Appropriateness prior to initiating and completing the work; and


WHEREAS, after public hearing, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission (“JHPC”) denied the request for wholesale window replacement with a vinyl product, as fully set forth in the Final Order on COA-17-467; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.201, Ordinance Code, the Appellant filed a Notice of Appeal, appealing the denial; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.201, Ordinance Code, the Appellant filed the Notice of Appeal within 21 calendar days of the Final Order; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 307.202(a), Ordinance Code, the person who filed the application for certificate of appropriateness has standing to appeal; and
WHEREAS, the appeal was timely filed and the Appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions.  The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings for application for Certificate of Appropriateness COA-17-467 to allow wholesale window replacement with a vinyl product.  The record of proceedings is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division and the Planning and Development Department. After reviewing all of the proceedings, the recommended findings and conclusions of the Land Use and Zoning Committee are hereby adopted by the Council and shall become effective immediately.  This Resolution is the final action of the Council.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this Resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon the signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
