RECOGNIZING AND HONORING BOGER’S SHOES OBSERVING ITS 60TH YEAR AS FOOT SPECIALISTS AT FIVE POINTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS;
over the course of three generations, the Boger family has operated Boger’s Shoes at Five Points as specialists in orthopedic shoes fitting customers with corrective footwear that alleviates pain and prevents issues such as weakened posture and hip and lower back pain; and

WHEREAS;
in 1957, Watson Boger, having arrived in Jacksonville from Maryland, went to work at Spencer Ladd’s Shoe Store  on Park Street in Five Points; after becoming a specialist in orthopedic shoes, Mr. Boger bought the store in 1968 and changed the name to Boger’s Shoes; he subsequently sold the store to his son Greg in 1986; and

WHEREAS,
while Boger’s has regular shoes that meet the fashion tastes of some customers, the shoe store specializes in orthopedic shoes that are designed to deal with discomfort related to foot and ankle problems; pre-fab and custom orthopedics are made on-site; the shoe store’s owner, Brett Boger,  and two other staff are board-certified pedorthists; specialists trained to treat a patient’s foot problems with shoes, orthotics and shoe modifications based on the diagnosis of a medical professional; the store’s manager, Altha Outlaw, characterizes pedorthists as the “pharmacists to the foot doctors;”

WHEREAS,
recognizing that the orthopedic shoe business is evolving, Brett Boger is committed to dispelling the perception that orthopedic shoes are dull, medical and unattractive; his goal is to respect customers’ inclination to style and fashion, having learned from his father that customer satisfaction is a top priority; and

WHEREAS,
Boger’s Shoes at Five Points epitomizes quality, professionalism and tradition; some of its customers remark that they remember that their baby shoes were from Boger’s Shoes. Jacksonville is proud of its family-owned businesses that have always had a significant role in our neighborhoods and City; Boger’s Shoes at Five Points is a genuine Jacksonville asset and we honor Boger Shoes’ 60 years as a successful, widely-recognized business; now therefore
