Bill Summary: The bill authorizes the Mayor to execute an interlocal agreement between the cities of Jacksonville and Jacksonville Beach to authorize the Jacksonville Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) to utilize tax increment funds outside of the two redevelopment district boundaries for the purpose of making repairs and improvements to the city’s stormwater collection system that will benefit the redevelopment district.
Background Information: The Jacksonville Beach CRA was created in 1978 and covers a total of 541 acres of Jax Beach in two separate districts – the Downtown area from 13th Avenue South to 9th Avenue North, between 3rd street and the ocean, and the South Beach area surrounding the intersection of J. Turner Butler Boulevard with A1A. The City of Jacksonville Beach has proposed a project that would use CRA tax increment funds to improve and add to stormwater conveyance capacity located outside of the district for the purpose of draining stormwater from inside the district to the Intracoastal Waterway. Jacksonville Beach requires the permission of the City of Jacksonville, the county taxing entity, to utilize tax increment revenues outside of the boundaries of the CRA.
