AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF AN EASEMENT FOR DRAINAGE LOCATED AT 9889 GATE PARKWAY NORTH IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, AS ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 51, PAGE 6, DEERWOOD PARK NORTH, IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, AT THE REQUEST OF ANDRE EL BAHRI TO ALLOW FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A CELL TOWER; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL AND AUTHORIZATION OF A HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of an easement for drainage located at 9889 Gate Parkway North in Council District 4, as established in Plat Book 51, Page 6, Deerwood Park North, in the public records of Duval County, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a drainage easement at the request of Andre El Bahri, the owner of the property surrounding the easement (the “Applicant”).

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of this drainage easement is requested to allow for the construction of a cell tower.  Applicant has paid a $1,066.00 closure application processing fee. The subject portion of the drainage easement is 20 feet by 112 feet. City drainage facilities lie outside the subject portion and access to the drainage facility will not be impeded. There were no objections to the closure of the drainage easement by Right of Way and Stormwater Maintenance Division or the Department of Public Works.

Section 3. 
Approval and Authorization. There is hereby approved and authorized a Hold Harmless agreement, as approved by Risk Management, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated herein by this reference. The Closing and Abandonment is conditioned upon the City receiving an execution of the Hold Harmless agreement.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
