ORDINANCE 2017-600-E
AN ORDINANCE Appropriating $3,217,826 from closed deapproriated bjp projects to BJP Tree mitigation ($1,717,826) and bjp Real estate matters ($750,000 for Professional fees and $750,000 for BJP Right-of-way), as initiated by b.t. 17-136; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER OF FUNDS; APPROVING IN CONFORMANCE WITH SECTION 108.505, ORDINANCE CODE, AN ENGAGEMENT AGREEMENT WITH NELSON MULLINS RILEY AND SCARBOROUGH, LLP, SPECIAL COUNSEL TO THE CITY, REGARDING BJP pUBLIC wORKS rEAL eSTATE mATTERS as directed and overseen by the office of general counsel; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Section 1.  
Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation: To appropriate $1,717,826 for transfer to the tree mitigation fund to satisfy tree mitigation obligations and $1,500,000 to provide for costs and fees necessary for close-out of real estate matters related to Better Jacksonville Plan road projects. Funding is now available to provide for these outstanding costs on the completed roadways in the Better Jacksonville Plan. Completed projects in BJP have been closed with the remaining budget transferred to a Deappropriated Projects reserve account within the Better Jacksonville Plan fund.
Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to pay $1,717,826 to the tree mitigation fund to satisfy tree mitigation obligations related to Better Jacksonville Plan (“BJP”) projects as noted in Exhibit 2 attached hereto; and $1,500,000 for BJP road projects, specifically $750,000 for completing BJP Public Works road improvement projects, and $750,000 for costs and professional fees related to such BJP Public Works road improvement projects.

Section 3.  
Reverter.  Any funds that are not spent for the purposes set forth in this ordinance shall revert back to the account of origin.

Section 4.

Authorizing and Approving the Special Counsel Engagement Agreement.  The General Counsel, in conformance with Section 108.505, Ordinance Code, is hereby authorized to execute an engagement agreement with the law firm of Nelson Mullins Riley and Scarborough, LLP, to represent the City in real estate matters as directed and overseen by the Office of General Counsel. A copy of the engagement letter and scope of services is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
