ORDINANCE 2017-605-W
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,920,000 FROM CONTINGENCY FOR PENSION – UNFUNDED ACTUARIAL ACCRUED LIABILITY IN THE GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICE DISTRICT TO THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION FOR FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017 AFTERSCHOOL PROGRAMS TO PROVIDE FOR ADDITIONAL PROGRAMS; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018; SUBSTITUTING NEW SCHEDULES A-2 AND M TO ORDINANCE 2016-504-E; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION TO SEC. 126.107(G), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW DIRECT CONTRACTS WITH AGENCIES WHO PARTICIPATED IN THE RFP PROCESS BUT SCORED LOWER THAN OTHER AGENCIES AND TO DIRECT CONTRACT WITH THE FOLLOWING PROVIDERS: WAYMAN COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION AT LONE STAR ELEMENTARY AND PINE FOREST ELEMENTARY, GREAT EXPECTATIONS EDUCATIONAL RESOURCES AND SUPPORTS AT KERNAN TRAILS ELEMENTARY AND BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA AT WESTVIEW K-8 (MIDDLE SCHOOL) (THE “AGENCIES”) TO PROVIDE SERVICES AT 18 ADDITIONAL SITES TO SERVE AN ADDITIONAL 1280 YOUTH; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, THE CORPORATION SECRETARY, AND THE CEO OF THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION (“JCC”) TO EXECUTE CONTRACTS FOR AFTERSCHOOL PROGRAMS BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE AGENCIES; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE JCC; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.  
Appropriation. For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation: The funds above come from the Contingency for Pension - UAAL in the General Fund/GSD to fund additional afterschool programs within the Jacksonville Children's Commission.
Section 2. 
Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2017-2018.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to increase funding for fiscal year 2016-2017 in order to provide or expand afterschool programs at the sites and through the agencies listed in Exhibit 2, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. The amendment to Schedule A-2 will make available an additional $1,920,000.00 for afterschool programs for the 2017-2018 school year for 1280 youth.
Section 4.

Substitution of Schedules.
  A revised Schedule A-2, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference, is substituted for the original Schedule A-2 attached to Ordinance 2016-504-E. A revised Schedule M, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference, is substituted for the original Schedule M attached to Ordinance 2016-504-E.

Section 5.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, Direct contract.  The City is hereby authorized to procure afterschool services from the agencies provided in Exhibit 2 attached hereto for the following reasons: (i) 14 of whom participated in the RFP process but who scored lower than other unfunded agencies; and (ii) four of whom who did not participate in the RFP process but provide afterschool services in geographically underserved areas: Wayman Community Development Corporation at Lonestar Elementary and Pine Forest Elementary, Great Expectations Educational Resources and Supports at Kernan Trails Elementary, and Boys and Girls Club of Northeast Florida at Westview K-8 (Middle School)(the “Agencies”), for the sites listed in Exhibit 2. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 6. 
Approval and authorization to execute. The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary, and the CEO of the Jacksonville Children’s Commission are hereby authorized to execute contracts for afterschool programs at the sites designated in Exhibit 2 between the City and the Agencies. The contracts authorized under this section shall be subject to the terms and conditions set forth in RFP ESC-0465-17.
Section 7.

Oversight Department. The Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall oversee the projects described herein.   

Section 8.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that Duval County Public schools commenced on August 14, 2017, and afterschool programs are in need to provide services to students so as to maximize the benefits of these programs to the students and their families.

Section 9.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
