RESOLUTION 2017-608
A RESOLUTION REGARDING THE KINGSOUTEL CROSSING COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREA (“KSC AREA”), FINDING THAT SLUM AND BLIGHTED CONDITIONS CONTINUE TO EXIST AND A NECESSITY EXISTS FOR THE EXPANSION OF THE KSC AREA TO INCLUDE APPROXIMATELY 1,100 FEET OF THE NORFOLK BOULEVARD RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR THE REHABILITATION, CONSERVATION, OR REDEVELOPMENT OF THE KSC AREA IN THE INTEREST OF PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY AND WELFARE OF THE RESIDENTS OF THE CITY;; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, it is in the public’s interest that the City of Jacksonville carry out a redevelopment project within certain lands within the City; and


WHEREAS, the City desires to exercise those powers provided in Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes, to identify and rectify blighted areas; and


WHEREAS,
Section 163.355, Florida Statutes, requires that a finding of necessity be made that one or more blighted areas exist and that the rehabilitation, conservation, or redevelopment of such area is necessary and in the interest of public health, safety, morals, or welfare; and 



WHEREAS, pursuant to City of Jacksonville Resolution 2006-357-A, the City found that the Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area was blighted within the meaning of Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to City of Jacksonville Resolution 2007-726-A, the City also found that the New Kings Road Corridor was blighted within the meaning of Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2006-591-E, the City approved the Redevelopment Plan for the Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area with a reduction in the area boundary to exclude certain land (RE# 038260-0010); and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2008-919-E, the City modified the Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area and Plan pursuant to Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes, by adding the New Kings Road Corridor land to the Plan, and renamed the Plan the “KingSoutel Crossing (Corridor) Community Redevelopment Plan”; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2006-591-E and Ordinance 2008-919-E, the Council established 2008 as the base tax assessment year; and

WHEREAS, on pages 25, 33 and 34 of the KingSoutel Crossing (Corridor) Redevelopment Plan (the “Plan”) identifies the intersection of Soutel Drive and Norfolk Boulevard as an opportunity to create a gateway from the neighborhoods and to recreate a more vibrant commercial area for the surrounding neighborhoods, and as the only area along the Soutel Norfolk corridor that has potential to become a more pedestrian-oriented shopping street providing a mix of shops, entertainment, civic and recreational uses, and housing; and

WHEREAS, a right-of-way improvement project, known as the Gateway Soutel  Norfolk Project (the “Project”) as shown on Exhibit 1, attached hereto, has been accepted by the KingSoutel Corridor Community Redevelopment Agency (KSC/CRA) as meeting the purposes and objectives of the Plan; and


WHEREAS, only a portion of the right-of-way included in the Project is contained within the geographic boundary of the Plan; and


WHEREAS, the KSC/CRA has requested that the KSC/CRA boundary be expanded in order to include the approximately 1,100 linear feet of right-of-way of Norfolk Boulevard, as shown on the color aerial photograph attached hereto as Exhibit 2, in order to encapsulate the complete Project, and to further the purposes and objectives of the Plan by providing an appropriate terminus to the Project on the north and south; and

WHEREAS, prior to adoption of the finding of blight, Section 163.346, Florida Statutes, requires a notice to taxing authorities, as that term is defined, be sent; and


WHEREAS, the Office of Economic Development, as staff to the KSC/CRA has provided said notices; now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

KingSoutel Crossing (Crossing) Redevelopment Area Expansion Area Defined. It is hereby found and determined that (i) the area of land lying within the city limits of the City of Jacksonville identified on the color aerial photograph attached hereto as Exhibit 2, labeled  “Exhibit 2, KSC/CRA 2017-03, Page 1 of 1”, is a slum or blighted area and qualifies as an eligible project under Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes, and (ii) the rehabilitation and redevelopment of this expanded area is necessary in the interest of the public health, safety, morals or welfare of the residents of the City of Jacksonville.  

Section 2.

Finding of Necessity.
The finding that the area is blighted and in need of redevelopment is based on the study

formalized in the “Finding of Necessity for the creation of the Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area,” as well as the continuing existence of blight in the area of the expansion. 


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
