ORDINANCE 2017-614-E
An ordinance appropriating $17,000.00 FROM THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DIVISION OF HISTORICAL RESOURCES, TO PRoViDE FUNDING  TO SCAN AND DIGITIZE ARCHIVAL MATERIALS FOUND IN THE HISTORIC PRESERVATION SECTION OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-137; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF STATE, AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a Small Matching Grant from the State of Florida, Division of Historical Resources.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a Community Education Project entitled “Jacksonville Archives Digitization Project.” The funds will be used to scan and digitize archival materials found in the Historic Preservation Section of the Planning and Development Department. 
Section 3.

Approving and authorizing execution of Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Agreement between the State of Florida, Department of State, and the City of Jacksonville, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.

Departmental oversight. The Planning and Development Department shall oversee the project described herein.
