ORDINANCE 2017-616-E
AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING FUNDS EQUAL TO THE LUMP SUM PAYMENTS(S) FROM THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING CONTINGENCY WITHIN THE GENERAL FUND – GSD TO SUBFUNDS OUTSIDE THE QUARTERLY FINANCIAL SUMMARY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-139; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The appropriation above is a transfer of funds equal to the lump sum payments(s) from the collective bargaining contingency within the General Fund – GSD to subfunds outside the quarterly financial summary. 

Section 2.

Purpose.
As part of the fiscal year 2017 budget process, funding was set aside in a contingency for the financial impact of collective bargaining. As part of the Council-approved collective bargaining agreements, each employee would receive a one-time lump sum payment equal to three percent (3%) of his or her salary during fiscal year 2017. This ordinance transfers funding, equal to the actual one-time lump sum payment, from that contingency to subfunds outside of the quarterly financial review. Pursuant to Section 106.215(b), approval of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
