DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY, WITH A CITY MATCH OF 25%, OR $1,119,336.00, FOR YEAR ONE OF THE GRANT) TO HIRE 62 NEW FIREFIGHTERS TO ASSIST THE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT WITH NATIONAL FIRE PROTECTION AGENCY (NFPA) 1710 COMPLIANCE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-140; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVer GRANT AGREEMENT NO. EMW-2016-FH-00417 BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS DIVISION; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-258; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above comprises a Staffing for Adequate Fire and Emergency Response (SAFER) grant in the amount of $3,358,008.00 provided by the U. S. Department of Homeland Security, and a City match of 25%, or $1,119,336.00, for year one of the grant.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to hire 62 new firefighters to assist the Fire and Rescue Department with National Fire Protection Agency (NFPA) 1710 compliance. This is a three-year grant requiring a City match of 25% for the first year, 25% for the second year, and 65% for the third year. The period of performance is three years, beginning January 24, 2018, and continuing through January 23, 2021. 
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, Grant Agreement No. EMW-2016-FH-00417 between the City and the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.
Section 4.

Oversight Department. The Emergency Preparedness Division shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Approval of positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 17-140, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.
