ORDINANCE 2017-634-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE TAX COLLECTOR AND THE PROPERTY APPRAISER TO EXECUTE AN INTER-LOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE “TARPON COVE DEPENDENT SPECIAL DISTRICT,” A DEPENDENT SPECIAL DISTRICT ESTABLISHED IN ACCORDANCE WITH CHAPTER 189, FLORIDA STATUTES, LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 13, FOR THE UNIFORM LEVY, COLLECTION AND ENFORCEMENT OF NON-AD VALOREM ASSESSMENTS AS AUTHORIZED BY F.S. § 197.3632; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Tarpon Cove Dependent Special District (“Special District”) is a dependent special district created under Chapter 189, Florida Statutes; and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 189.02, Florida Statutes, the Council established the Special District for the continued maintenance of the system of canals located within the Tarpon Cove Community and adjacent to those properties within the District’s boundaries, located in Council District 13, pursuant to Ordinance 2017-154-E; and

WHEREAS, Section 189.05, Florida Statutes, requires that special districts provide for the collection of annual non-ad valorem assessments in accordance with Chapter 197, Florida Statutes; and 

WHEREAS, Section 197.3632, Florida Statutes, requires the Special District to enter into a written agreement with the Property Appraiser and Tax Collector providing for reimbursement of administrative costs incurred in the levy, collection, and enforcement of non-ad valorem assessments; and 


WHEREAS, the Inter-local Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, sets forth all requirements necessary in order for the Tax Collector and Property Appraiser to be properly reimbursed for their respective duties under Section 197.3632, Florida Statutes, and has been approved as to form by the Office of General Counsel; now, therefore  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization. There is hereby approved, and the Tax Collector and the Property Appraiser are hereby authorized to execute, an agreement with the Tarpon Cove Dependent Special District for non-ad valorem special assessment, levy, uniform collection and enforcement, in substantially the form as contained in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
