
Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2017-635
AN ORDINANCE regarding the tree commission; amending ordinance 2017-397-E to renumber the chapter 54 references throughout to chapter 94; directing legislative services to INSTRUCT codifiers to codify 2017-397-e as a new chapter 94; amending Section 94.103 (Membership; Terms; Composition), chapter 94 (Tree commission), Ordinance code, to insert an term EXPIRATION date and clarify that the council member designated by the council president is a non-voting liaison position; CONFIRMING THE MAYOR’S Appointment OF Jeremy cooper, A DUVAL COUNTY RESIDENT, TO THE tree commission, as a forester from the at-large group 4 residency area, PURSUANT TO section 94.103, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR an initial TERM TO EXPIRE december 31, 2020; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1. 
Chapter 54 (Tree Commission) renumbered.   Ordinance 2017-397-E established the Tree Commission and makes reference to Chapter 54 (Tree Commission) in the legislative title and in the initial title of the Chapter noted in Section 1 of the legislation.  The Code Sections are numbered using Chapter 94.  The Chapter 54 references in 2017-397-E are hereby renumbered as Chapter 94.

Section 2.

Directing the Chief of Legislative Services to forward this Legislation to Municode. The Chief of Legislative Services is hereby directed to forward this legislation to Municode, instructing the editors of Municode to codify 2017-397-E as a new Chapter 94 as described herein.  

Section 3.

Amending Section 94.103 (Membership; Terms; Composition), Chapter 94 (Tree Commission), Ordinance Code. Section 94.103 (Membership; Terms; Composition), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
Chapter 94. TREE COMMISSION.
*  *  *
Sec. 94.103.  
Membership; Terms; Composition.
 The Council President shall appoint a Council Member to serve as non-voting liaison. The Commission shall be composed of seven six members selected as follows: 

(a) Membership. 

(1)
One member of the Council designated by the Council President.

(2)(1)
The Director of the Public Works Department, or his 
or her designee.

(3)(2)
Three members of the general public appointed by the 
Council. 

(4)(3)
Two members of the general public appointed by the 
Mayor and confirmed by Council. 
(b) Composition. 

To the extent possible, each of the members appointed by the Council and Mayor should possess specialized knowledge about trees, the Tree Protection Ordinance, Article 25 of the Charter, and/or the impact of construction activities on trees.  To the extent possible, the five members appointed from the general public shall be from each of the Council’s At-Large residency areas, and the following, to the extent possible: 
(1)
One member shall be appointed who is a landscape architect.
(2)
One member shall be appointed who is a member of an environmental organization.
(3)
One member shall be appointed who is a residential builder, a representative from the local builders association, a real estate professional, commercial developer, or industrial developer.

(4)
One member shall be a practicing attorney or urban planner.

(5)
One member shall be appointed who is either a botanist, certified arborist, forester, or horticulturist. 
(c) Terms. 

The five members appointed from the general public shall serve for a term of two years or until a successor has been appointed/confirmed by the Council; provided that, of the initial appointments of the general public members, one member appointed by the Council and one member appointed by the Mayor shall serve for a three-year term and the remaining three members shall serve for a two-year term. Members of the Commission may be appointed for consecutive terms consistent with general laws regulating service on city boards and commissions. Any member appointed to the Commission for two consecutive full terms shall not be eligible for the next succeeding term. Terms shall conclude on December 31.

Section 4.

Appointment.
The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Jeremy Cooper, a Duval County resident, to the Tree Commission, as a forester from the At-Large Group 4 residency area, pursuant to Section 94.103, Ordinance Code, for an initial term to expire December 31, 2020. 

Section 5.  Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
