ORDINANCE 2017-636
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR HIS DESIGNEE AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A LAND SWAP AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (“JTA”), AND TO EXECUTE ALL DEEDS AND CLOSING DOCUMENTS RELATING THERETO, AND OTHERWISE TAKE ALL NECESSARY ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE LAND SWAP AGREEMENT, FOR THE EXCHANGE OF TWO PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 IN LAVILLA, COMPRISED OF: (1) THE JTA PARCEL OF UNIMPROVED REAL PROPERTY APPROXIMATELY .76 ACRES IN SIZE; AND (2) THE CITY PARCEL OF UNIMPROVED REAL PROPERTY BEING APPROXIMATELY .51 ACRES IN SIZE; RECOGNIZING THE EXEMPTION IN SECTIONS 122.421(B), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DOWNTOWN INVESTMENT AUTHORITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) is the owner of an approximately .51 acre parcel of unimproved real property located at the northwest intersection of Stuart and Houston Streets in the LaVilla neighborhood; and

WHEREAS, JTA is the owner of an approximately .76 acre of unimproved real property located at the northeast corner of the intersection of Stuart and Houston Streets in the LaVilla neighborhood; and 
WHEREAS, upon acquisition of the JTA Parcel, the City will own the entire block of real property of which the JTA Parcel is a part and this complete and entire block in LaVilla, will be available for development; and

WHEREAS, JTA intends to utilize the City Parcel for certain storm-water improvements in connection with the development of its transportation center and the Florida Department of Transportation’s expansion of I-95; and
WHEREAS, a copy of the DIA Resolution authorizing the transaction is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and the JTA approved this transaction at its Regular Board Meeting on Thursday, June 29, 2017; now, therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Land Swap Agreement Authorized.  There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver the Land Swap Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and JTA, in substantially the form placed On File with the Legislative Services Division (the “Land Swap Agreement”), and all such other documents, necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and (2) to take, or cause to be taken, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance. The Land Swap Agreement may include such additions, deletions and changes as may be reasonable, necessary and incidental for carrying out the purposes thereof, as may be acceptable to the Mayor, or his designee, with such inclusion and acceptance being evidenced by execution of the Land Swap Agreement by the Mayor, or his designee; provided however, no modification to the Land Swap Agreement may increase the financial obligations or liability of the City to an amount in excess of the amount stated in the Land Swap Agreement or decrease the financial obligations or liability of the JTA, and any such modification shall be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the Office of General Counsel. For purposes of this ordinance, the term “technical changes” is defined as those changes having no financial impact, including, but not limited to, changes in legal descriptions or surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, design standards, access and site plan. 
Section 2.

Exemption from Real Property Disposition Procedures.
Pursuant to Sections 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the City’s property as described in “Exhibit B” of the Land Swap Agreement On File is exempt from the real property disposition procedures established in Section 122.421, Subpart B., Ordinance Code.  
Section 3.

Oversight.

The Downtown Investment Authority shall provide oversight and administration of the Land Swap Agreement for the duration of the Land Swap Agreement.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
