An ORDINANCE AppROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO Accept, EXECUTE And record a second amendment to the COVENANT agreement between the city of jacksonville and beaches aquatic pool, inc. for certain property described therein to be utilized solely for recreational park purposes, pursuant to §193.501, Florida statutes, and to be open to the general public; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, §193.501, Florida Statutes, allows for property to be declared recreational lands by the governmental body (City Council of the City of Jacksonville); and 


WHEREAS, Resolution 1985-1505-512, adopted by the City of Jacksonville, declared the Beaches Aquatic Center as recreational lands for a period of 10 years, which afforded the property owner a tax reduction; and 

WHEREAS, in 1997, Resolution 1997-776-A, authorized the execution of another 10 year covenant declaring the property as recreational lands; and 

WHEREAS, in 2007, a first amendment to the 1997 Covenant, was executed to continue the recreational lands for another 10 years, ending in 2017; and 


WHEREAS, the Beaches Aquatic Center provides adult and children swim lessons for the community; youth swim teams and swim clinics; hosts community swim meets; allows local dive shops to use the facility for dive classes; provides senior aqua aerobic classes 6 days a week; and provides year round swimming for the beaches community, now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approving and Authorizing Execution and Acceptance of a Second Amendment to the Covenant Agreement with Beaches Aquatic Pool, Inc. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to accept, execute and record a Second Amendment to the Covenant Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Beaches Aquatic Club, Inc. on behalf of the City of Jacksonville for recreation and park purposes only, pursuant to §193.501, Florida Statutes, and which would be open to the general public for use. A copy of the Second Amendment to the Covenant Agreement in substantially the form to be executed is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and by this reference made a part hereof. 


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
