RESOLUTION 2017-641-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING SHUNG KWON KIM FOR HIS OUTSTANDING SERVICE TO THE CITY UPON THE TWENTIETH YEAR OF HIS SERVICE TO JACKSONVILLE SISTER CITIES ASSOCIATION AS VICE PRESIDENT OF THE CHANGWON CITY COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Shung Kwon Kim, born and raised in Seoul, South Korea, served in the Republic of Korea Air Force for three years; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Kim relocated to Jacksonville in 1981 and started Kim’s Lawn Service Inc., serving as President; and
WHEREAS, after 23 years of ownership, Mr. Kim sold Kim’s Lawn Service, Inc.; and  
WHEREAS, Mr. Kim, in conjunction with orchid farmers in Changwon City, South Korea, started JaxMa Orchid Greenhouse, Inc. in Green Cove Springs and Changwon City Mayor Chul Gon Hwang attended the grand opening of the orchid farm in 2003; and 
WHEREAS, Mr. Kim currently serves as President of JaxMa Orchid Greenhouse, Inc. and frequently donates orchids to Jacksonville Sister Cities Association to support fundraising efforts; and 


WHEREAS, since 1997 Mr. Kim has served as Vice President of the Changwon City Committee of Jacksonville Sister Cities Association and has assisted in 13 Korean delegations totaling 107 government and business leaders from Changwon City visiting Jacksonville in celebration of Veteran’s Day, World of Nations Festival and the 30th anniversary of the twinning of the two cities; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Kim has accompanied 18 delegations of 75 government and business leaders from Jacksonville to Changwon City to purchase cranes from Doosan for JaxPort, celebrated the inauguration of Mayor Chul Gon Hwang, and participated in the opening of the Cherry Blossom Festival and Mum Festival; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Kim established the middle school student exchange program between Changwon City and Jacksonville resulting in 14 groups totaling 128 middle school students traveling from Changwon City to Jacksonville and seven groups totaling 44 middle school students traveling from Jacksonville to Changwon City; and  

WHEREAS, Mr. Kim is the longest serving Committee Vice President of Jacksonville Sister Cities Association and the City Council wishes to express the City’s appreciation for his service; now therefore   

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Mr. Shung Kwon Kim for his outstanding 20 years of service to Jacksonville Sister Cities Association and the City of Jacksonville, and extends congratulations for reaching this milestone and best wishes for continued success.
