RESOLUTION 2017-676-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF MARCELLA LOWE UPON THE OCCASION OF HER PASSING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Marcella Lowe was a graduate of Robert E. Lee High School and attended the American Institute of Banking, Florida Community College at Jacksonville and Jacksonville University; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Lowe had a distinguished career of more than 40 years in the banking industry with Florida National Bank and First Union Bank, retiring as a Vice President and Senior Trust Investment Officer, before becoming Vice President and Training Officer of Millennium Resources Corp. and then Secretary/Treasurer of JTL & Associates, Inc., the company founded by her husband John Lowe to promote maritime interests and operate the city’s annual boat shows for the Jacksonville Marine Association of which he was Executive Vice President for several decades; and


WHEREAS, Marcella Lowe was extremely active in civic affairs city-wide and particularly in the Arlington area, serving as a board member and Treasurer of Old Arlington Inc., as Secretary of the Greater Arlington Civic Council, as a board member and President of the Alderman Park Civic Association, as Vice Chair and Chair of the Greater Arlington/Beaches CPAC, and as her CPAC’s representative on the Better Jacksonville Plan Citizens Oversight Committee, in addition to being Treasurer of Hendricks Avenue Baptist Church; and 


WHEREAS, Mrs. Lowe was particularly known for her long-time membership in and leadership of the City’s Taxation, Revenue, and Utilization of Expenditures (TRUE) Commission, where as the “matriarch” of the Commission she served an unprecedented 4 terms as a member, chairing the full Commission and most of its subcommittees, serving as the orientation leader for new members appointed to the Commission, and contributing her invaluable business and banking expertise to the Commission’s audit reviews and studies of the City’s operational efficiency and effectiveness; and


WHEREAS, Marcella Lowe cared deeply about the Jacksonville community as a whole and the Arlington area in particular, was an outstanding example of selfless citizen activism for the betterment of the City, and her friendship and wise counsel will be sorely missed; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and many civic contributions of Marcella Lowe upon the occasion of her passing, and extends to her family, friends and admirers the City’s heartfelt condolences. Mrs. Lowe’s dedication to her community and her decades of civic activism will be long and gratefully remembered by all who had the privilege to know her and who benefitted from her tireless work.
