RESOLUTION 2017-686-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND THANKING THE CREWS FROM DECATUR UTILITIES OF ALABAMA AND THE HUNDREDS OF OTHER OUT-OF-STATE UTILITY PERSONNEL WHO HELPED TO RESTORE JACKSONVILLE’S ELECTRICAL POWER IN THE AFTERMATH OF HURRICANE IRMA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on Sunday and Monday, September 10-11, 2017, the entire State of Florida, from the Florida Keys to the Panhandle, took a direct hit from Hurricane Irma, one of the most powerful hurricanes ever recorded in the Atlantic Ocean; and


WHEREAS, in the aftermath of the storm, over 280,000 JEA customers were left without electric power as a result of high winds and unprecedented flooding damaging or destroying power poles, transmission lines, transformers, and other electric system infrastructure; and


WHEREAS, while the JEA’s dedicated workers fanned out across the city with the largest land area in the continental United States as soon as the storm passed and safe conditions prevailed to begin restoring the electrical system, over 300 utility workers from electric utilities around the country arrived in Jacksonville as part of the wave of mutual aid among utilities to assist in the recovery effort, providing much needed manpower to meet the huge challenges facing the electrical grid; and


WHEREAS, Decatur Utilities of Alabama contributed 2 crews with 11 workers to the restoration effort in Jacksonville, which was a tremendous help and is greatly appreciated; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and thanks Decatur Utilities of Alabama for its generous and much-needed assistance in restoring Jacksonville’s electrical service in the aftermath of Hurricane Irma, and particularly thanks the 11 workers who left their homes and families to come to a damaged city and aid Jacksonville’s families in our time of need.
