AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A 60 FOOT BY 128 FOOT RIGHT-OF-WAY OF CANTERBURY STREET SOUTHEAST OF JEAN STREET  IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14, AS ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 19, PAGE 27, SCOTT’S REPLAT OF LOT 9, FEHRENBACK’S SUBDIVISION OF THE GEORGE ATKINSON GRANT, IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, DATED MAY 9, 1946, AT THE REQUEST OF LESLIE KLEISLER AND JENNIFER MORGAN, THE TWO ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS (THE “APPLICANTS”), TO ALLOW APPLICANTS TO INCREASE THEIR RESPECTIVE RESIDENTIAL PROPERTIES; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL AND AUTHORIZATION OF A HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A 60 foot by 128 foot right-of-way of Canterbury Street southeast of Jean Street  in Council District 14, as established in Plat Book 19, Page 27, Scott’s Replat of Lot 9, Fehrenback’s Subdivision of the George Atkinson Grant, in the public records of Duval County, dated May 9, 1946, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Leslie Kleisler and Jennifer Morgan, the two adjacent property owners (the “Applicants”).

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of this right-of-way is requested to allow Applicants to increase their respective residential properties.  Applicants have paid the $2,091.00 closure application processing fee. Each of the applicants will own one-half of the property upon closure, and both are aware that they will be responsible for the maintenance of their respective properties upon closure. The subject right-of-way is unopened and unimproved and contains no infrastructure. This closure request was reviewed by city, state, and utility agencies and there were no objections to the request.

Section 3. 
Approval and Authorization. There is hereby approved and authorized a Hold Harmless agreement, as approved by Risk Management, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated herein by this reference. The Closing and Abandonment is conditioned upon the City receiving an execution of the Hold Harmless agreement.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
