Bill Summary: The City of Jacksonville will designate approximately twenty-four parcels of land ( 6.85 acres) at 2118 Kings Avenue and on contiguous and non-contiguous parcels with addresses on Bertha Street, Mitchell Avenue, Perry Place and Olevia Street, a Brownfield Area as authorized by Section 376.80, Florida Statutes. 
Background Information: The Southside Assembly of God currently owns the 6.85 acre parcels of land and plans to sell the land to a developer (Chance Partners, LLC). Chance Partners is planning to redevelop the property with a mixed-use purpose, both residential and commercial. Preliminary environmental site assessments have revealed soil and groundwater contamination above Florida Department of Environmental Protection standards on some of the parcels.  The Planning and Development Department has issued a report recommending that the Brownfield designation be approved.
After the adoption of this legislation, the developer will negotiate a Brownfield Site Rehabilitation Agreement (BSRA) with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection. The State of Florida’s Voluntary Clean Up Tax Credit Program (VCTC) will allow owner to receive the 50% State corporate income tax credit for assessment and cleanup costs up to an annual amount of $500,000.00. The developer will also apply for cleanup liability protection from the State.
