Bill Summary: This bill revises the Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan, as adopted in Resolution 2004-277-A, amended in Resolutions 2005-710-A, 2006-1018-A, 2009-904-A, 2010-907-A, and 2012-465-A, and as required by Chapter 252, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 674, Ordinance Code.  The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project.
Background Information: The Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan is required by the state every 5 years. This legislation updates the 2015 plan: to better define the role of the Beaches Communities, incorporate the roles and responsibilities of the Executive Group and Operations Group, update local population and demographics, update hazard analysis, incorporate Investigations and Intelligence as a new section, update EOC staff training, and update Evacuation zones and routes.
