RESOLUTION 2017-711-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING MOUNT MORIAH HOUSE OF GOD SAINTS IN CHRIST CHURCH FOR NINETY YEARS OF FAITHFUL SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 1927, the late Bishop Nick Hightower Senior founded Mt. Moriah House of God Saints in Christ. The church has graced the City of Jacksonville by providing a center for faith and spirituality to the community for ninety years. Several pastors followed Bishop Hightower’s tenure and Mt. Moriah Church has continued to thrive; and


WHEREAS, Lorenzo Moore was born in North Carolina and was called towards divinity at an early age. His path led him to Bishop Hightower, with whom he served. In 1962, Mr. Moore married Delores Hightower and they have enjoyed more than fifty years together in marriage and ministry with their two children Settra and Sandi. In 1977, Bishop Lorenzo Moore was appointed as pastor of Mt. Moriah and he has served steadfastly for forty years; and

WHEREAS, over the past ninety years, the Mt. Moriah House of God Saints in Christ Church has offered many things to the local community. Mt. Moriah is a place to find solace and strength, to form a family among fellow congregants, and to share faith in a spiritual sanctuary. Under Bishop Moore’s leadership, the surrounding neighborhood has been transformed to make room for a larger congregation and to revitalize the area. In a part of our city that has struggled with poverty and adversity, the Mt. Moriah Church has provided a beacon of hope; and


WHEREAS, in the Mt. Moriah House of God Saints in Christ Church, parishioners are supported through extensive ministry services, including fellowships for men and women, youth groups and music programs. Mt. Moriah’s mission of faith and service extends into the neighborhood and hearts of its disciples; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors the Mt. Moriah House of God Saints in Christ Church for ninety years of service and worship. Bishop Lorenzo Moore and First Lady Delores Moore are especially recognized for strengthening our community with their spiritual leadership.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
