Bill Summary: This bill proposes text amendments to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. Policy 2.3.6 of the Transportation Element and Policy 1.3.6 of the Future Land Use Element to be transmitted through the State’s expedited state review process to the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity, as the State Land Planning Agency, the Northeast Florida Regional Council, the Florida Department of Transportation, the St. Johns River Water Management District, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission, the Department of State’s Bureau of Historic Preservation, the Florida Department of Education, and the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Affairs.
Background Information: The Planning and Development Department has initiated certain revisions and modifications to the text of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and provided the necessary supporting data and analysis to support and justify the amendment. The Jacksonville Planning Commission, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee and City Council held public hearings on this proposed amendment which is relating to access for non-residential parcels with frontage along two or more roadways. Access to newly developed and redeveloped non-residential parcels will be limited to protect the functionality of the City’s transportation network (one access per roadway from the higher functional class road with higher daily traffic limited to right turn in/right turn out only). Exemptions may be granted by the Traffic Engineering Division and the Planning and Development Department.
