Explanation of appropriation

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that as of November 6, 2017, the City had received 157 applications for disaster assistance for damage created by Hurricane Irma in September 2017.  The Council desires to have the funds available to the citizens as soon as possible.
