ORDINANCE 2017-727
An ordinance appropriating $556,431.94 ($536,654.32 RECEIVED AS PROCEEDS FROM THE AUCTION OF PARCELS ON THE CITY’S AFFORDABLE HOUSING INVENTORY LIST AND $19,777.62 IN HUD MISCELLANEOUS REVENUES) TO PROVIDE DISASTER RECOVERY FUNDING FOR DUVAL COUNTY CITIZENS IMPACTED BY HURRICANE IRMA, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 18-012; AUTHORIZING PART-TIME HOURS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 18-016; providing an effective date.
