RESOLUTION 2017-734-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CONTRIBUTIONS OF FORMER CITY COUNCIL MEMBER AND STATE REPRESENTATIVE JIM TULLIS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jim Tullis, a native of New Jersey but a lifelong resident of the Clifton neighborhood, graduated from Landon High School and earned his bachelor’s degree in business from Jacksonville University in 1965, where he was elected Class President; and


WHEREAS, following graduation, Mr. Tullis joined his father’s insurance agency and in 1978 became President of James F. Tullis and Associates, a full-service, multi-line insurance agency which he ran for 39 years; and

WHEREAS, Jim Tullis was elected to the City Council representing District 2 in October 1985 to fill the unexpired term of Council Member John Goode, and was subsequently re-elected to full terms in 1987, 1991, 1995. During his tenure he served on most of the Council’s standing committees, chaired the Recreation and Community Services Committee, the Community and Economic Development Committee and the Council’s Personnel and Management Committee, served on the Jacksonville Landscape Commission, and chaired the Jacksonville Waterways Commission. He was appointed as Floor Leader in 1987-88, was honored with the Charles Webb Award for extraordinary commitment to public service, the City Council’s highest award to one of its own members, in 1989-90 and 1990-91, the only time the award has ever been granted to a council member in consecutive years, and was elected Council President for the 1994-95 term; and


WHEREAS, in 1999 Mr. Tullis resigned his City Council seat several months before the end of his term upon his election to the Florida House of Representatives representing District 17, succeeding Representative Jim King in a special election; and

WHEREAS, in both his insurance business and his public service in Arlington civic organizations, the City Council and the Florida House of Representatives, Jim Tullis was known for his dedication to serving his constituents and his passion for debating and pursuing effective action on the important issues of the day. He took a leading role in difficult issues such as the regulation of billboards, the adoption of the City’s first Comprehensive Plan, and the adoption of a manatee protection plan, always with the best interests of his constituents in mind; and

WHEREAS, the Council was saddened to learn of the recent death of Councilman Tullis, and wishes to remember his many contributions to the city; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and many civic contributions of former City Council Member and State Representative Jim Tullis, and extends to his family, colleagues and friends the City’s most sincere condolences upon his passing. His forceful and effective representation of his district and constituents will be long and gratefully remembered.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
