RESOLUTION 2017-735-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING VIOLA “VI” SHAFER FOR HER YEARS OF PUBLIC SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Viola “Vi” Shafer was born in 1935 in St. Petersburg, Florida and moved to Jacksonville at the age of six. Following her graduation from Robert E. Lee High School in 1953, Mrs. Shafer was hired by Prudential Insurance where her talents were quickly recognized; and

WHEREAS, almost 60 years ago, Vi married Ernest Shafer. The pair moved to Iowa, where she utilized her secretarial skills to support her husband while he finished his education. The couple then settled back in Jacksonville to raise two sons and a daughter together. The three Shafer children earned college degrees and are now married and raising children of their own; and


WHEREAS, when her children were young, Vi Shafer immersed herself in the PTA at their school, holding every position available over the years. Her volunteerism continued as she was both a Brownie and Girl Scout troop leader. Mrs. Shafer has also been a spiritual leader in her community, teaching Bible classes for children and seniors at the First Baptist Church. Professionally, Vi Shafer worked for many years as a secretary in her husband’s chiropractic office and as a clerk in the Duval Election Office; and 

WHEREAS, despite the responsibilities of work and family, Mrs. Shafer always found time for public service. She served multiple terms as a devoted member of the Council on Elder Affairs, including terms as the chairperson and vice chair. Her advocacy and commitment have improved the quality of life for countless seniors. As a dedicated volunteer, Vi Shafer has generously given her time to make Jacksonville a better place to live. Her efforts have enriched our city and enhanced the lives of those who have had the opportunity to work with her; now therefore
