An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $65,000.00 ($29,183.00 FROM THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND A MATCH OF $35,817.00 FROM THE General Fund/General Service District Fund Balance) TO PAY THE SALARY AND BENEFITS FOR A FULL-TIME EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS PLANNER TO COMPLETE WORK PURSUANT TO THE HAZARDOUS ANALYSIS GRANT PROGRAM (THE “PROGRAM”), AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 17-144; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE STATE-FUNDED GRANT AGREEMENT FOR THE PROGRAM BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS DIVISION; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-270; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above comprises $29,183.00 from the Florida Division of Emergency Management and a match of $35,817.00 from the General Fund/General Service District Fund Balance.
Section 2.  Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to pay the salary and benefits for a planner assigned to the Emergency Preparedness Division who has the responsibility to complete a Hazardous Analysis survey on designated facilities within Duval County pursuant to the Hazardous Analysis Grant Program (the “Program”). This is an annual process that allows continued evaluation of designated facilities and review for compliance or non-compliance of the facility based on the strict guidelines and requirements set forth by federal, state, and local government. The analysis identifies the chemical inventory, the amount being stored and used, the proper or improper storage of chemicals and hazard class, with all information gathered also requiring an onsite visit for verification.

Approving and authorizing execution of Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the State-Funded Grant Agreement for the program between the City and the Florida Division of Emergency Management, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.

Departmental Oversight.  The Emergency Preparedness Division shall oversee the project described herein.
