Bill Summary: This bill is an appropriation of $50,000 in reimbursement grant funds from the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection. The Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) Grant Award Agreement is authorized for the Touchton Road Park Project. The 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program is amended to provide funding for the project. The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services will provide oversight.
Background Information: The City has been awarded $50,000 for the Touchton Road Park Project through Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program. The funding must be used by July of 2019. The purpose of the appropriation is to provide funding for adult exercise equipment for the soon to be developed Touchton Road Park. The adult exercise equipment will be adjacent to the playground equipment. The funding for the park infrastructure, which includes a parking lot, stormwater, trail, park benches and playground equipment, will not be fully realized until the 2017·18 Fiscal Year and must be completed in order for the adult exercise equipment to be installed. Touchton Road Park will serve the high density Tinseltown Southside neighborhood and is located on Touchton Road between Southside Boulevard and Belfort Road.
